  To Kentucky’s Child Care Providers:
  Emergency Amendments have been made to the following Kentucky child care regulations:
• 922 KAR 2:090E, Child care center licensure

• 922 KAR 2:160E, Child Care Assistance Program (CCAP).

The changes affect all providers and are to be implemented into child care services immediately.
Changes to these Kentucky child care regulations cover topics including:
• Approval of an applicant for initial licensure shall result in the issuance of a preliminary license for a probationary period not to exceed six (6) months.
• An applicant or a director of a licensed child-care center is prohibited from having a criminal history of felonious theft, fraud, embezzlement, or forgery.  

• A licensee with more than two (2) intermediate sanctions during a three (3) year period is a condition for denial or revocation of the     child-care center’s license. Other conditions that can result in denial or revocation of the provider’s license include refusal of access by the parent to the parent’s child in care; or refusal of access by the Cabinet for Health and Family Services, its designee, or another agency with regulatory authority to the provider’s premises, records, or a child in care during the provider’s hours of operation; submitting false information to the Cabinet for Health and Family Services; and being discontinued or disqualified from the Child Care Assistance Program (CCAP) or another governmental assistance program due to fraud or abuse.  Refusing access and noncooperation with a quality control or case review are new criteria for non-payment in CCAP.
• A “Finding of fraud” means a suspected intentional program violation that is accepted for investigation and substantiated by the cabinet’s Office of Inspector General.  A provider subject to a finding of fraud will not be allowed to change ownership of a license, apply for a license for a new facility, and will have the provider’s CCAP payments withheld if the provider participates in CCAP.
• The voluntary relinquishment of a license shall not preclude the cabinet’s pursuit of adverse action.
• The disqualification period from child-care center licensure has been extended from three to seven years for an individual with previous ownership interest in a child-care provider which had a prior certification, license, registration, or permit to operate denied, suspended, revoked, or voluntarily relinquished as a result of an investigation or pending adverse action.  

• A universal attendance form is now required for all child care providers participating in CCAP. The “Child Care Daily Attendance Record” (DCC-94-E) form should be legible, completed daily, detail the arrival and departure times of each child in care and has to be signed by the parent. A copy is posted at http://www.kentuckypartnership.org/childcareregulations and a tip sheet on completing the form is enclosed. This form is a requirement for the Child Care Assistance Program.

Other administrative regulations pertaining to provider standards are projected for the coming weeks; however, they will not be emergency administrative regulations. Please be advised that licensed child-care centers and any child care provider participating in CCAP must follow 922 KAR 2:090E and 922 KAR 2:160E respectively.
