NOTICE OF CONTAMINATION

(Property Owner’s Name) is HEREBY NOTIFIED that the property at ______________________________ has been investigated and processed by the Law Enforcement Agency indentified above as having been involved in the illegal production of methamphetamine.  Hazardous chemicals, residual contamination and other remaining materials may pose a serious health threat to those that enter.  In addition, furniture, clothes and other personal belongings inside may be also contaminated and could pose a health threat if used or removed.  

Pursuant to the provisions of Kentucky Revised Statute (KRS) 224.01-410, and with the authority of Kentucky Revised Statute Chapter 212.210 and 211.180 all entrances into the property have been posted with Methamphetamine Contamination Notices.  These notices MUST REMAIN IN PLACE until the property has been cleared and released by the KY and the __________________ County/District Health Department.  Removal of these signs with out expressed written permission from the __________________ County/District Health Department shall be guilty of a Class A Misdemeanor and punishable by law. 
Decontamination of the property must be done by a KY Energy and Environment Cabinet (EEC) approved/certified contractor or vendor.  The work must be done in accordance with all state laws and satisfying clearance standards mandated by the KY Energy and Environment Cabinet (EEC).  In the event the owner of the above mentioned property chooses not to decontaminate the property, and pursuant to KRS 224.01-410, the property owner or manager must disclose in writing to any potential lessee, tenant, or buyer that the property is contaminated with methamphetamine and has not been decontaminated pursuant to standards established by the KY Energy and Environment Cabinet (EEC).  Any person who leases, rents or sells a property that has been determined to be contaminated without providing written notice that the property is contaminated shall be guilty of a Class D Felony and punishable by law.  Disclosure documentation must be signed by the owner and the potential lessee, tenant, or buyer and maintained for the life of the property.  Failure to provide proper disclosure to potential lessees, tenants, or buyers shall be guilty of a Class D Felony.  
Any homeowner listed on deed of the dwelling indentified above, that has reason to believe that the property has been improperly posted as having methamphetamine contamination, may make a written request of appeal under KRS 13B.050.  This appeal must be received by the Commissioner of Public Health within 30 days of original posting.  All appeals must be sent to 275 East Main Street  in Frankfort, KY  40621 at which time the case will be scheduled and heard by a Hearings Officer appointed by the Commissioner and in accordance with KRS 13B.080, 13B.090 and 13B.110

Remediation:  State law (KRS Chapter 224.01-410) requires a thorough decontamination prior to release and removal of Methamphetamine Decontamination Notices.  Decontamination should be completed in order to adequately protect current and future occupants from potential hazards associated with methamphetamine contamination.  Included with this notice, you will find an informative methamphetamine brochure outlining potential chemical and physical hazards along with contact information for the KY Energy and Environment Cabinet’s Division of Waste Management where you may get a list of approved clean-up contractors that may be able to help you make a Preliminary Assessment of your Property, the first step in the decontamination process.   Contamination Notices must remain in place until the property has been cleared and written permission to remove postings have been received.  In addition, all disclosure requirements will remain in place until decontamination has been completed and you receive written confirmation/clearance.  
Benefits of Decontamination:  Proper cleaning and decontamination of your property serves to protect current and future residents as well as you, the property owner(s) from future health-based lawsuits that could result from hazardous or contaminated living conditions.
