2022 ANNUAL ADJUSTMENT TO THE EXPENDITURE MINIMUMS REQUIRED BY KRS 216B.130

The change in the U.S. Department of Commerce, Bureau of Economic Analysis Price Indexes for Private Fixed Investment by Type for the twelve (12) month period ending December 31, 2021 represents a 7.04% increase.  Effective December 1, 2022, the capital expenditure minimum established in KRS 216B.015(8) and the major medical equipment expenditure minimum established in KRS 216B.015(17) is $3,740,706.

State Health Plan Need Calculations for home health, hospice and long-term care will be updated as they are available and posted on our website.   
WHEN TO FILE FORM 10A, 10B OR 10C
Form 10A, Notice of Addition of a Health Service or Equipment should be filed within ten days of the addition of a health service or equipment for which there are review criteria in the State Health Plan but for which a certificate of need is not required.  
Form 10B, Notice of Termination or Reduction of a Health Service or Reduction of Bed Capacity should be filed thirty days prior to the termination of a health service or facility, or the reduction of bed capacity.

Form 10C, Notice of Relocation of Acute Care Beds or Redistribution of Beds by Licensure Category should be filed within ten days by any acute  care hospital that relocates acute care beds to another acute care hospital under common ownership in the same area development district, or that redistributes beds among its licensure categories within the same hospital.
