Proposed changes to the regulations include the following:
· Updates the administrative regulations and incorporated forms to delete references to the Office of Health Policy, which no longer exists;
· Updates referenced website addresses, deletes outdated language, and makes changes to 

comply with the drafting requirements of KRS Chapter 13A;
· Amends 900 KAR 6:055, 6:065, 6:090 and all relevant forms used in the CON process to remove the requirement for physical filing of an original and one copy of a CON application in order to allow applications to be filed electronically;
· Amends 900 KAR 6:090 to reorganize the regulation and allow for an opportunity to respond to a motion to show cause;
· Amends 900 KAR 6:110 to require completion of a new form incorporated by reference in 900 KAR 6:055 to be used by an acute care hospital that relocates beds to another acute care hospital under common ownership within the same area development district or redistributes beds among its existing licensure categories within the same hospital.

A public hearing on this administrative regulation shall, if requested, be held on March 22, 2021, at 9:00 a.m. using the CHFS Office of Legislative and Regulatory Affairs Zoom meeting room. The Zoom invitation will be emailed to each requestor the week prior to the scheduled hearing. Individuals interested in attending this virtual hearing shall notify this agency in writing by March 15, 2021, five (5) workdays prior to the hearing, of their intent to attend. If no notification of intent to attend the hearing is received by that date, the hearing may be canceled. This hearing is open to the public. Any person who attends virtually will be given an opportunity to comment on the proposed administrative regulation. A transcript of the public hearing will not be made unless a written request for a transcript is made. If you do not wish to be heard at the public hearing, you may submit written comments on this proposed administrative regulation until March 31, 2021. Send written notification of intent to attend the public hearing or written comments on the proposed administrative regulation to CHFSregs@ky.gov. 

UPDATE - CERTIFICATE OF NEED HEARINGS 
For purposes of maintaining social distancing under the CDC guidelines and to promote the health and well-being of the general public by reducing the community spread of disease, the Health Services Administrative Hearings Branch (HSAHB) suspended all in-person hearings after Governor Beshear’s March 6, 2020 declaration of a State of Emergency in response to COVID-19. No in-person hearings of any kind are currently being held.  

Limited capacity to conduct certificate of need hearings via teleconference has recently been made available to HSAHB and scheduling of hearings on pending applications has resumed.  Hearings on newly filed applications by cycle will not resume until the backlog of applications pending for hearing from 2020 has been scheduled. It cannot yet be determined how long this will take.  

HSAHB will contact parties regarding scheduling in the approximate order that applications were placed on public notice.   Please do not file motions concerning scheduling prior to being contacted by HSAHB. Your patience is appreciated.
CANCELLATION OF IN-PERSON GOVERNMENT SERVICES TO THE PUBLIC
For purposes of maintaining social distancing under the CDC guidelines and to promote the health and well-being of the general public to reduce the community spread of disease, and as a follow-up to prior protocols ordering government agencies to reduce staffing and Governor Beshear's Executive Order 2020-215, declaring a State of Emergency in response to 2019 Novel Coronavirus (COVID-19), and pursuant to KRS Chapter 39A, and to ensure that persons and groups disperse from the scene of the emergency, and to promote and secure the safety and protection of the civilian population, please be advised of the following:
All Kentucky Cabinets were required to cease providing in-person government services to the public beginning at 5:00 p.m. on March 17, 2020, with limited exceptions. The Division of Certificate of Need will be staffed to answer phone calls and receive filings that are submitted via mail, fax, or email.  No in-person filings will be permitted. All filings must be received in the office by close of business (4:30 p.m. EST) on the due date.
