Please initiate the transmission of your electronic documents in ample time for them to be received by 4:30 p.m. Documents received after 4:30 p.m., even if you started sending them before 4:30 p.m., will be date stamped for the following business day.  Further, all filings are to be made with the Division of Certificate of Need, not the Division of Administrative Hearings.  The filings are date stamped and forwarded to the Division of Administrative Hearings.
