STATE CLOSING

State offices will be closed on Monday, May 29, 2023 for Memorial Day.
ORDINARY REGULATIONS FILED
The Office of Inspector General filed 900 KAR 5:020, 2023 Update to the State Health Plan and KAR 6:075, Certificate of Need non-substantive review on March 15, 2023.  Copies of the regulations can be found on our website. There will be no public hearing on the emergency regulations, however, comments  will be accepted until May 31, 2023 by emailing CHFSregs@ky.gov.  

EMERGENCY REGULATIONS AMENDED AFTER COMMENTS

On May 11, 2023, The Office of Inspector General filed Statements of Consideration and Amended After Comments versions of the following emergency regulations on May 11, 2023 going through  the promulgation process:

900 KAR 5:020E State Health Plan for facilities and services. The original amendment changed the criteria to obtain a certificate of need (CON) for acute care hospitals to allow them to convert existing acute care beds to psychiatric beds for adult patients. In response to comments received during the public comment period, the cabinet changed the maximum number of beds that may be converted to 20% of the facility’s acute care beds up to a maximum of 25 beds.

900 KAR 6:075E Certificate of need nonsubstantive review. The original amendment granted nonsubstantive review status to certificate of need applications submitted by licensed hospitals that wish to convert existing acute care beds to psychiatric beds for adult patients under certain conditions and permits such applications to be subject to nonsubstantive review. In response to comments received during the public comment period, the cabinet changed the maximum number of beds that may be converted from 25 beds to 20% of the facility’s acute care beds up to a maximum of 25 beds.

NEED CALCULATIONS AND ANNUAL HEALTH CARE FACILITIES AND SERVICES REPORTS
State Health Plan Need Calculations for home health, hospice and long-term care will be updated as they are available and posted on our website.   Annual Health Care Utilization reports for hospitals, ambulatory surgical services, chemical dependency and residential AODE, long-term care, home health, private duty nursing, hospice, MRI, megavoltage, PET and psychiatric residential treatment facilities are posted on the website once complete.
